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The amendments made to section 42A of the Interpretation of Legislation Act 1984 by section 59 of the Justice Legislation Amendment (Police and Other Matters) Act 2025, No. 55/2025 are taken to have come into operation on 13 November 2025.

Section 59 read as follows:

on and after the commencement of the amendment, the delegation includes the additional responsibilities, powers, authorities, duties or functions conferred by that amendment.

	(a)	a person or body delegates one or more of the person's or the body's responsibilities, powers, authorities, duties or functions under an Act or a subordinate instrument; and
	(b)	that Act or subordinate instrument is amended to alter the scope of the responsibility, power, authority, duty or function—
on and after the commencement of the amendment, the delegation includes the responsibility, power, authority, duty or function as altered by that amendment.".
